Litterpicks & brush-ups

Our litterpicks have attracted more
than 500 volunteers of all ages and
abilities since we started. We collect
on average 20-30 bags per session
and have also participated in 4
National litter initiatives to date.

Our ‘brush ups’ include work on
Viking Bay and the Turner and
Dickens mosaics, which volunteers
lovingly cleaned and then restored.
We also designed, co-funded and
produced a new leaflet for Thanet’s
‘T&D’ (Turner and Dickens) walk’.
Liaising and working with other local
groups and volunteers of all ages is at
the heart of all Town Team projects’.

Formed in 2015, and comprising,
fishermen, sailors, local businesses
and individuals, the group’s focus
is Broadstairs’ iconic Viking Bay.
Work has included:

Lobbying and then liaising with
Thanet District Council for excess
sand removal to ease maritime
access to the harbour.

Fundraising for and then
commissioning re-painting of the
zigzag steps down to Viking Bay.

Obtaining Coastal Communities
funding for a structural survey of the
long-neglected Old Lookout (aka Old
Wonky/Harbour Master’s house).
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- Fundraising through public appeal
for materials for the urgent repair
and decoration, (by volunteers,
and in conjunction with carpentry
students from East Kent college)
of this wonderful, Grade Il listed
building. Work to date has included
the infamous mine, The Scotsman,
new staircases and the RNLI boards.
